Brian Bovaird noted that at this point, the Integrated Public Alert & Warning System (IPAWS) system may
not be the best channel for the County’'s weekly mask and Stage 2 Fire Restriction reminders. He
suggested using other avenues such as advertising and the Summit County Alert system. Commissioners
noted their support.

Scott Vargo noted that the Centers for Disease Control has created guidelines for Halloween celebrations
and based on those, the towns may be changing their initial Halloween plans. The state may put out
guidance later in the week. Commissioners noted that they would like to view the CDC and state guidance
prior to making a recommendation.

Amy Wineland gave an update on the School District response to COVID-19. She noted that Public
Health will continue to put out press releases with regards to any outbreaks that occur. The School District
will decide what to share about individual cohorts and quarantines.

Review of the ongoing Public Health COVID-19 Local Disaster Emergency and the Legal Issues
related thereto (Public Health Dept., Attorney).

Scott Vargo requested an Executive Session to discuss public health matters and legal advice pertaining
thereto.
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A motion was made by Commissioner Davidson and seconded by Commissioner Lawrence to go into
Executive Session to review confidential public health matters, Human Resources matters and
negotiations and other issues pertaining to the ongoing COVID-19 Local Disaster Emergency, and the
Legal Issues related. BOCC voted 3 to 0 to go into Executive Session per CRS 24-6-402 (4) (b)(c)(d)()
with specific reference to 25-1-122. The motion was approved.
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
